Negro Women Council to honor three on Saturday

Three people will be honored for their contributions to the community Saturday at a luncheon staged by a Macomb chapter of
an organization of African-American women.

The Rev. D.L. Bradley, Nellie Martin and Shirley Monk will be singled out for their efforts to improve the community and lives of
African-Americans during the annual Founder's Day Luncheon of the National Council of Negro Women, Macomb Section. .

"We honor people who have given back to the community on Founder's Day" each year, said Macomb Section Acting
President Shirley Thomas. "That's what Mary MclLeod Bethune believed in."

Founder's Day is a celebration of the birthday of the late Bethune, an activist in the African-American community who founded
the council in 1935. Bethune, who died in 1955, served in President Roosevelt's "black cabinet” from 1936 to 1943 and
founded Bethune Cookman College (now University).

The council, with 4 million members, operates 240 chapters nationwide. Its mission is "to lead, develop and advocate for
women of African descent as they support their families and communities,” its Web site says.

Bradiey, 61, has been pastor of Bethlehem Temple Apostolic Faith Church in Clinton Township since 1995 and is president of
the Macomb County Ministerial Alliance, which strives for the betterment of minorities.

Bradiey is president of the Quinn Road Community Housing Development Council, which is trying to convert an old incinerator
site in Clinton Township into housing. He is on the board of directors of New Detroit and the Southeast Region of the American
Red Cross.

Monk, 43, is a social worker in Mount Clemens Community Schools and an active volunteer at Greater Morningstar Missionary
Baptist Church in Mount Clemens, where for eight years she mentored youths and operated a weekend evenings youth
recreational program at the church.

Nellie Martin, who moved to Michigan in the 1940s and graduated from Lake Shore High School in 84, Clair Shores, is a
member of many nonprofit organizations, including the steering committee of Mount Clemens Regional Medical Center's
outreach clinic, Macomb County Food Board and Good Shepherd Coalition. She is on the Macomb Comrmunity Action
Advisory Board and Macomb County Food Board, a trustee at Greater Zion Missionary Baptist Church in Clinton Township,
and program coordinator for Macomb County Community Health's outreach program.

The funcheon's speaker is Andrea B. Minor, wife of pastor Alexander Minor of Turner Chapel Christian Methodist Church in
Mount Clemens, where she has served as Sunday school superintendent. She is a middle school mathematics teacher in
Detroit Public Schools.

A meeting of the Macomb County Water Quality Board was held on October 14, 2008.

Mr. Ron Miller, Environmental Health Director, St. Clair County Health Department, spoke to
the issue of high E.coli readings at the East Branch of the Coon Creek sampling site at
Boardman Road. He stated St. Clair County was working with the community of Berville to
resolve problems but because of their small size financing improvements was a major issue.

Representatives from the Oakland Drain Commission spoke to the overflows September 13
and 14 as a result of the rainfall which totaled over five inches in areas of Oakland County. It
was agreed that improvements in wastewater treatment facilities as well as identifying
problems in storm drains were needed.

The Health Department presented data on the relationship of beach and watershed sampling
(E.coli levels) as a result of the overflows,

Surface Water Monitoring: 62 sampling locations were monitored this month for £ cofi indicator bacteria. The
monitoring for September indicates that 33% of the sampling locations show improvement over the historical

September data. See the attached data summary.

Bathing Beach Menitoring: Bathing Beach monitoring continued at Blossom Heath Beach and Memorial Park
Beach in St. Clair Shores, Metropolitan Beach in Harrison Township, New Baltimore Beach in New Baltimare and the
two inland beaches at Stony Creek Metropark in Washington Township. Beaches are monitored twice weekly for
compliance with the Total Body Contact Standards contained in Part 125 of the Michigan Public Health Code (P.A.

368, 1978).
