INTRODUCED BY: Commissiocner Philis DeSaele, Chairperson, Health Services Committee

The Macomb County Water Quality Board met on April 8, 2008. Mr. Thor Strong of the
Michigan Department of Environmental Quality presented a thorough review of the State’s
responsibilities regarding the disposal of low-tevel nuclear wastes. The Board will consider a
resolution on nuclear waste disposal facilities at its May meeting.

Dr. Linda Schweitzer presented data on her study of pharmaceuticals in the drinking water at
the Detroit and Windsor water plants. A number of pharmaceuticals were found all in the
nanogram/liter range. The study also found that ozone is effective in reducing the presence
of these compounds. The Board supported encouraging the State to adopt a lawn fertilizer
law, which would provide consistency Statewide.
